Submitting an application to the Get Set network

Some of you might think you have already signed onto the network (just like most of us!) but I am afraid you are not officially part of the network until you have completed this process.  To help you out we have put together there notes:

Why join?  

· receive the right to use the London 2012 Education logo on your school/college sign, headed paper, website and newsletter 

· get a plaque and a certificate


· get access to exclusive opportunities – you get first refusal on all the great things that London 2012 has to offer to children and young people. 

· Some members of the Get Set network have; Met Archbishop Desmond Tutu! Been on tours of the Olympic Park, had visits from Olympians and Paralympians, had the chance to take part in the pilot of brand new London 2012 initiatives and been entered into prize draws to win goodies like digital cameras! 

· By joining the Get Set network you also prequalify your school or college for an allocation of London 2012 Ticketshare tickets to the London 2012 Games!

The Get Set network application form is short and simple. You only have to answer three questions:

1. In not more than 200 words, tell us why you got involved in Get Set 

2. In not more than 200 words, summarise what you and your students have done/are doing to demonstrate a commitment to the Olympic and Paralympic Values 

3. In not more than 200 words, tell us what plans you have to continue this work in the future.

What makes a successful application?

The Get Set team is looking for applications which demonstrate three things so when you are completing sections 2 and 3 MAKE SURE YOU REFER TO THESE POINTS:
1. How you are using the Games to add value to the life of the school/college 

2. A commitment to the Olympic and Paralympic Values 

3. High levels of learner engagement in the development and delivery of your Values-based initiatives and projects. 

Section 1:  In not more than 200 words, tell us why you got involved in Get Set:  [We suggest you adapt the following!]

The staff and students at [name of school] want to demonstrate our support and commitment to the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games and the associated values.  We recognize the worth of being able to gain access to valuable resources, and know that belonging to the Network will help us to inspire and enthuse our students through increased levels of engagement in positive, cross curricular activities.  We want to create a lasting legacy for our future students to benefit from.

Sections 2 and 3:  In not more than 200 words, summarize what you and your students have done/are doing to demonstrate a commitment to the Olympic and Paralympic Values & In not more than 200 words, tell us what plans you have to continue this work in the future. [Hopefully you will find enough ideas here to complete both of these sections]

· Olympic Dance:  

· Our Ambassadors were actively involved in the creation of the promotional and instruction video which has now been sent to all of the schools in the family.

· Our leaders have all learnt the moves to the dance so they can help enthuse the younger students/pupils at events.

· We are using the Partnership’s official Olympic dance for warm ups during curriculum PE sessions and as part of opening ceremonies at all of our festivals/competitions to excite the students and raise their awareness of the impending Games.

· Olympic Style Opening Ceremony:  

· Our schools have adopted a country and bring flags to the festivals to be used in processions which are starting all of our festivals.

· Our schools have created/run competitions to create an Olympic style banner for their school to be used in processions which are starting all of our festivals.

· Our pupils took part in a Family based competition to write their own Olympic pledge after studying the official Olympic Pledge.

· All pupils say the family Olympic Pledge during the opening ceremony for festivals.  This was designed after focused work on the values:  “We promise to try our best, play fairly and encourage others.  We are the children from [say school name].”

· Olympic medals table:
· We are displaying our festival progress on an Olympic Style medals table.  Our pupils are made aware of our progress and of the fact that a large proportion of the points are awarded for participation.  Points gained for placing in competitions are converted into medals.  This is displayed pictorially for our pupils to access.

· Assemblies:  

· We held/are holding special assemblies to mark the countdown days, the focus of these is the Games themselves or related to the values.

· We held/are holding special assemblies which focus on the values. We are following this up  with class based sessions/awards for demonstrations of the values in the spotlight.

· Certificates:
· All of our pupils receive participation and placing certificates if they take part in partnership run festivals.  All of these certificates clearly show the ‘PRIDE’[Personal excellence, Respect and friendship, Inspiration, Determination and courage, Equality] adaptation of the Olympic and Paralympic values and are referred to explicitly. 

· Additional certificates/merits are awarded to pupils for displaying the Olympic and Paralympic values both in PE sessions/events and in other areas of the curriculum/school life.

· Countdown

· We are marking the countdown days with special events!

· We organized an intra school competition/a school based fun activity event to mark the 500 day countdown.

· We attended an inter school competition/festival to mark the 500 day countdown.

· We performed the Partnership’s Olympic dance, trying to get everyone involved, to mark the 500 day countdown.

· Our school councils are deciding how, as a school, we are going to mark the next countdown days.

· We ran our own Olympic games taster village/festival where pupils/students were able to take part in different Olympic and Paralympic events.

· Notice boards:
-       We have created a prominent display to inform and inspire!

· to inform and keep students and staff updated by displaying relevant news articles etc.

· A real-time countdown showing how many days there are until the Games begin (possibly managed by students).

· information about athletes.

· The medals table to encourage them to compare how they are ranking.  

· Olympic Poster:

-       We encouraged students to enter/used curriculum sessions to allow students to enter the county Olympic competition to design  a poster to be included on the official countdown wall chart.  

-       We are displaying the countdown wall chart

· Raising awareness:

-       All of our students had the opportunity to take part in an Olympic Quiz.  They entered as a form so had to work together to find out the answers, or just have some fun finding out how much they know about The Games.  

What else do we have to do? You will get the chance to upload additional evidence to support your application such as an official school development plan if you wish to do so. This document should make it very clear how your establishment plans to continue to use the London 2012 Games and the Values to build on the work you are already planning.
